The Wrangell Emergency Operations Center (EOC) was notified on January 6, 2022, of seven (7) new
positive COVID cases.

These cases are all Wrangell Residents. They have been contacted and are isolating.
Our current case count is at thirty (30).

v'If you have symptoms or are a close contact, call Wrangell Medical Center at 907-874-7000 to
schedule an appointment to get a free COVID-19 test.

v" Free COVID-19 testing is available for individuals that do not have ANY symptoms at the testing
trailer in the Clinic parking lot Monday -Saturday noon-4pm. No appointment is necessary.

v'If you have not received your test results within 72 hours, please contact the SEARHC COVID-19
Hotline daily from 8am-5pm at 907-966-8799.
