Distinguishing Career Features

	The Electrical Lineman position is the second step on the multi-level electrical line working career path.  The Electrical Lineman is more experienced and senior than a lineman apprentice, and can advance to the foreman position with at least five years experience


Essential Duties and Responsibilities

	· Performs regular or scheduled duties such as maintaining primary and secondary electrical systems, connecting new customers, and reading electrical meters as needed. Installs and maintains substations, street lights, and power lines. May perform brush cutting and tree falling around power lines. 

· Operates diesel generators as required. Operates city equipment including bucket trucks. 

· Performs routine inventory inspections on all trucks and supply materials. Maintains complete and accurate records of all inventories. Confers with supervisor for supply purchases.

· Performs other related duties as required or assigned. Works cooperatively with other employees, external agencies, and the public. 


Qualifications

· Knowledge and Skills

	· Knowledge of diesel generator operation preferred. 

· Requires the ability to operate heavy equipment (including but not limited to the boom and bucket trucks) using safety and efficiency. 

· Requires inventory and recordkeeping skills to maintain appropriate supplies for the department. 

· Requires some mechanical knowledge of vehicles and equipment to ensure that they are in good operating and safe condition. 

· Requires good verbal and interpersonal skills to interact with supervisor and fellow employees.

· Requires the willingness to perform various job related duties as required or assigned. 


· Abilities

	Requires a strong sense of teamwork and the ability to work cooperatively with others. 


· Physical Abilities

	Ability to be physically active, demanding duties such as climbing power poles and lifting heavy materials. 


· Education and Experience

	Requires completion of a four year electrical apprenticeship program, high school diploma, and experience working primary and secondary voltages. 


· Licenses and Certificates

	Requires CDL and medical certificate. Requires a State of Alaska Certificate of Fitness, or the necessary documentation to obtain an Alaska Certificate of Fitness.


· Working Conditions

	Requires working some irregular hours under sometimes severe weather and working conditions.
